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“Ask, and it will be given to you; seek, and you will find; knock, and it will be opened to

you.” - Matthew 7:7
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Ask--- Seek:-- Knock:

We see a progressive intensity of prayer going from ask to seek to knock. Here, Jesus
shows how important prayer is, so He tells us to be persistent in prayer.

In this three-fold description of prayer as asking, seeking, and knocking, we see different
aspects of prayer and different aspects of its reward.

Prayer is like telling our requests known to God. Receiving is the reward of asking.
Prayer is like searching God’s word, and His will. Finding is the reward of seeking. Prayer
is like going into God’s dwelling place. Entering is the reward of knocking.

God values persistence in prayer because it shows that we share God’s heart. And it
shows that we care about the things God cares about. Persistent prayer does not
overcome God’s reluctance, rather, it gives glory to God. This is because we express
dependence on Him, and aligns our heart more with His.

Let us believe that when we pray, we will not be denied of heavenly blessings.
