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“Do to others whatever you would have them do to you.”

AP 78126 (Mt. 7:12)dels.
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This verse is a simple summary of Christian ethics. This verse makes an
important point that many people need to hear: it matters how you treat
other people! Let the things that you have experienced in life, good and
bad, help you to understand other people, and guide you to do what is best
for others. This command applies to everyone you meet. Notice that Jesus
did not say: “treat people the way they treat you.” Instead He says: treat
them the way you want to be treated. Treating other people the way they
treat you is just the old “an eye for an eye.” So how do we apply this? I can
write examples in our newsletter but that will be too many because this
verse applies to everything: relationships, business, and even in the road.
Jesus is saying, if this is real to you, then you go and live this out wherever
you are, and whatever situation you are in. When you are confronted with a
situation, just pause and pray, and ask the Lord to show you the answer.
We pray and ask God to help us apply this beautiful verse in every
circumstance of our life. Just don’t be surprised when you fall short of it.
When it happens, ask God to forgive you. And when others don’t treat you
as you have done, then you forgive them too. Because remember: Jesus

commands you to do for others, what you want others to do for you!
